Eliot Avenue, PID 17.00432.00, and the old Schneider building (245 W. 4th Street, LLC), located at 245 W. 4th Street, PID 17.00314.00, to make specific repairs to their buildings or demolish them.

The donation request for the 2018 Community Health and Resources event was discussed.  Jeana Mikyska, Chamber Director, will be asked to attend the next EDA meeting which is on July 16, 2018.

Motion by Hoffman, second by Moulton: To approve the request of the Chisago County Fair to donate $1,000.00. 

A summer 2018 street project update was given. Construction letters have been sent to home owners and businesses located in the construction zone. Kwik Trip is starting construction on June 25, 2018.

Assisted Living Update – The site plan, PUD and preliminary plat were viewed.  Construction is expected to begin in fall 2018.  The Cambridge Assisted Living will be toured on June 27th at 6:30 pm.
