
Minutes of the regular meeting of the Rush City Economic Development Authority held Wednesday, August 22nd, 2018, in the City Hall Council Chambers at 5:30 p.m.

Members present: Dave Chmiel, Mike Carroll, Nicole Perreault and Dan Dahlberg.
 Member absent: President Dennis Pederson, Al Hoffman and Luke Moulton 
Others present included Nancy Hoffman of the Chisago County HRA/EDA and Ami Helmbrecht, Financial Assistance/Childcare Licensing Supervisor Chisago County HHS. 
The minutes of the regular meeting of June 18, 2018 were reviewed.

Motion by Chmiel, second by Carroll: To approve the minutes of the regular meeting of June 18, 2018.  
Nancy Hoffman of the Chisago County HRA/EDA explained that the housing study was completed.  Action plans and maps for multiple cities are expected to be created by middle of September.

Amy Mell explained that Jim Schneider of Chisago County Zoning Office has been in contact with Chelsie Troth of Ledin, Hofstad, Troth and Fleming regarding the legalities of pursuing action against the owners of the old creamery (John Kliethermes), located at 585 S. Eliot Avenue, PID 17.00432.00, and the old Schneider building (245 W. 4th Street, LLC), located at 245 W. 4th Street, PID 17.00314.00, and their need to make specific repairs to their buildings or demolish them.  
Dan Dahlberg discussed various signage opportunities to promote the Rush City Industrial Park.

Ami Helmbrecht, Financial Assistance/Childcare Licensing Supervisor Chisago County HHS, discussed in detail the upcoming community outreach program, “Operation Community Connect” sponsored by the Rush City Chamber of Commerce and Chisago County Health and Human Services, and their request for financial support from the EDA. The event will be held on October 19, 2018 at the Rush City High School from 11:00 a.m. - 2:00 p.m.
Motion by Dahlberg, second by Carroll: To donate $500 for Operation Community Connect.
The Business Appreciation Breakfast will be held on September 13, 2018 at the Rush City Community Center from 7:00 - 8:00 a.m.

The modification to the TIF plan for TIF District No. 5 was discussed.  It was noted that the existing Rush City Community Center and Countryside Senior Apartments need to be removed from the District.

Motion by Carroll, second by Chmiel and carried: To approve the following:

RESOLUTION 2018-01 EDA

RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE MODIFICATION TO THE TAX INCREMENT 

FINANCING PLAN FOR TAX INCREMENT FINANCING DISTRICT NO. 5 

WITHIN REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT AREA NO. 1

WHEREAS, it has been proposed by the Board of Commissioners (the “Board”) of the Rush City Economic Development Authority (the “EDA”) and the City of Rush City (the City” that the EDA adopt a modification to the Tax Increment Financing Plan for Tax Increment Financing District No. 5 (the “District”) within Redevelopment Project Area No. 1 (the Modification”), all pursuant to and in conformity with applicable law, including Minnesota Statues, Sections 469.001 to 469.047, Sections 469.090 to 469.1082, and Sections 469.174to 469.1794, inclusive, as amended (the “Act”), all as reflected in the Modification and presented for the Board’s consideration; and

WHEREAS, the EDA has investigated the facts relating to the Modification and has caused the Modification to be prepared; and 

WHEREAS, the EDA has performed all actions required by law to be performed prior to the adoption of the Modification.  Because the current net tax capacity of the area to be removed from the TIF District equals or exceeds the net tax capacity of that area in the TIF District’s original net tax capacity, the notice requirements for approval of the original plan do not apply.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board as follows:

The Modification, as present to the EDA on this date, is hereby approved, established and adopted and shall be placed on file in the office of the Executive Director of the EDA.

The Executive Director of the EDA is authorized and directed to forward a copy of the Modification to the Chisago County Auditor, in accordance with Minnesota Statutes 469.175.

Approved by the Board on August 22, 2018.
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Discussion followed regarding installing signage on the commercial lots by Bulrush Golf Club and the new industrial park. Contacting the City Attorney regarding the Dennis Kirk property by I-35 was also discussed.
